INTRODUCTION

This publication, Grants Book 2000, details the health and medical research grants
recommended for funding in 2000 by the National Health and Medical Research Council
(NHMRC). It is a companion document to the NHMRC Annual Report 1999 and is intended to
be read in association with that report. It complies with the NHMRC Act 1992 requirements to
provide details in the NHMRC Annual Report of all recommendations made by the Council
during the year to the Commonwealth in performing its function under Paragraph 7(1)(c) of the
Act.

National Health and Medical Research Council

Formed in 1936, the NHMRC is the premier agency in Australia for the provision of advice on
health and medical issues, and allocates research grants for health and medical research in
Australia.

The strategic intent of the NHMRC is to work with others for the health of all Australians by
promoting informed debate on ethics and policy, providing knowledge-based advice, fostering
a high quality and internationally-recognised research base, and applying research rigour to
health issues.

The 2000 round of Health and Medical Research Grants

Advertisements announcing the 2000 round of NHMRC health and medical research grants were
placed in all major Australian national newspapers in mid-December 1998. The closing date for
applications for project grants was 5 March 1999 by which date the NHMRC received a total of
1768 applications for new grants.

The first stage of a new system, the introduction of Discipline Panels, commenced in 1999.
Applications which were considered sufficiently competitive by the Discipline Panels, based on
assessments provided by appropriate Australian and overseas researchers, were referred to
Regional Grants Interview Committees RGICs). The RGICs met in various Australian State
capitals in July and August 1999. Following these meetings, the RGICs’ recommendations were
collated for consideration by the NHMRC Research Committee and funding recommendations
made to the Minister for Health and Aged Care, the Hon Dr Michael Wooldridge. The Minister
approved the successful applicants on 5 November 1999. The processes for the award of
scholarships and training fellowships and the other NHMRC awards detailed in Grants Book
2000 are described on the NHMRC Internet home page.

Note: The year of award of an NHMRC Grant may be determined from the first two digits of
the Application ID.
